Mark's gospel presents Jesus in
his complete human vulnerability: agitated, grieved, scared, forsaken. Though we
lament Christ's suffering and all human suffering, we also expect God's salvation:
in the wine and bread, Jesus promises that his death will mark a new covenant
with all people. We enter this holy week thirsty for the completion of God's
astonishing work.
