We discussed
upcoming worship services (a) Mother's Day — May 8 (Carnations at both May 7-8 services), (b)

Gratitude was expressed to Susie and Dale for chanting the liturgy and to all our musicians
(including choir members)! We also thanked the folks who prepare the altar (flowers, paraments,
banner, oil in candles). We appreciate the acolytes, readers, and greeters. Everything is running
smoothly with the altar committee. Deb stated the acolytes have worked out well. Deb Keppel and
Linda Short will work on a schedule for greeters starting in the fall.
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Vocal choir is getting ready for Choir Sunday. In lieu of summer choir, we will try to
arrange a quartet.
