So, perhaps you will join me in praying that the true hope in Jesus Christ is indeed evident
in our lives so that others may ask about that hope, and that our response will be gentle
and kind and invitational, so that others may know Jesus Christ.

Musician’s Corner

What is your favorite Pentecost hymn? | imagine no one has ever asked you that
question. Pentecost is a relatively old church season, and lasts longer than any other
season of the church yet, musically, there is not as much in our hymnal. | checked
Evangelical Lutheran Worship (ELW) — and we have a mere 13 hymns in the Pentecost
section and another 13 that are scattered throughout the hymnal. That’s a lot less than
say the Advent, Christmas, Lent, or Easter season where there are closer to triple that
number of hymns!

What is Pentecost? While | am no theologian, in a nutshell — it is the 50" day after
Easter Sunday (and yes — you have to exclude Sundays to get the math to work). As |
was researching, | was unaware that Pentecost began as a Jewish feast day, though
called by a different name: Feast of the Harvest or Feast of the Weeks — and is
mentioned five times in the Old Testament. In the early Christian church, it signified the
celebration of the beginning of the wheat harvest. (Incidentally, the celebration of the
First fruits which would coincide with Easter, marked the beginning of the barley harvest.)

In the Christian church, Pentecost represents the coming of the Holy Spirit to the
disciples. In many churches, Pentecost is a day for people to get baptized, or for people
to get confirmed. So musically what changes during Pentecost? For starters, we will be
changing the liturgy. During 2020-2021 (COVID) — we used liturgy Setting 2, so we are
going to revisit that. In place of the Alleluia verse, we are also going to learn a new
Pentecost tune Gracious Spirit, Heed Our Pleading (ELW 401) — it is a Tanzanian song
and originally written in Swahili for the Lutheran Churches there. I've included the first 3
verses of text below. Lastly, we will also be returning the offertory canticle to Let Us
Talents and Tongues Employ (ELW 674)

1. Gracious Spirit, heed our pleading, fashion us all anew.
It's Your leading that we're needing, help us to follow you
Come, come, come, Holy Spirit come.
2. Come to teach us, come to nourish those who believe in Christ.
Bless the faithful, may they flourish, strengthened by grace unpriced.
Come, come, come, Holy Spirit come.
3. Guide our thinking and our speaking done in Your holy name.
Motivate all in their seeking, freeing from guilt and shame.
Come, come, come, Holy Spirit come.

Bill Jones covered vocal choir updates. The choir party is August 27 (Sunday) — 4:30 -
6:30. The choir has two anthems for Choir Sunday. Bill mentioned we have added 3 new
members this year. In the fall, the choir will resume Wednesday, September 6™ at 7 pm.

Lori stated the bells rang Sunday, April 30"". We hope to ring again this summer or fall.

Carla Frame and Deb Keppel stated altar duties are running smoothly. Thanks to the
6 people who help set-up communion and handle the altar paraments. They are always
looking for additional volunteers to add to their committee.

For liturgy and service, we will move to Setting 2 for the summer. At that time, we will
introduce a new Pentecost canticle (ELW 401 — Gracious Spirit, Heed Our Pleading) in
place of the Alleluia verse. We will also be returning the Psalm (read responsively) to the
Sunday service. We discussed passing the peace, with no changes to services occurring
at this time.

We discussed summer special music. We were unable to coordinate a date in May for
Cove Springs to come in for a Saturday service, so we plan to bring them in sometime this
fall. Lori plans to release a music survey in May to get feedback for summer hymns.

Pastor gave several updates. Kervyn updated us on the pastor search. Pastor
covered his upcoming plans for Confirmation, new member class, First Communion and
National Day of Prayer.

Chuck Powder and Andrew Weprin are working on the sanctuary sound system, and
they hope to have everything installed by the time the choir returns in the fall. The money
is in the church budget, so no additional fundraising will need to occur. Our next Worship
and Music Committee meeting will be Wednesday, September 6t" at 6:00 pm.
